Throwing equipment or other items to express anger.
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All participants are expected to be on time for games in their
complete uniform and required equipment.

Participants that are signed up for a GBSRD activity are expected to
participate in scheduled games and practices for that activity.
Conflicts with other leagues (not affiliated with the GBSRD) or
outside events could result in limited playing time or removal from

the league.
